IVDP was born in 1979
at Motragi Village, Natrampalayam in Thally block of
Krishnagiri district in the midst of the thick forest.

While staying with poor villagers
Mr. Kulandai Francis realised the dare needs of the
rural people of the locality.

He felt that without health and education,
development will not take place in the society.




WATERSHED PROJECTS

40 YEARS OF JOURNEY...

From 1979 to 2002 IVDP
initiated watershed programs
along an area of hills in the
Denkanikottai and Thally
Regions. This involved with
planning and construction of
92 major and 239 minor check
dams, built across streams
and gullies in the hilly region.
The check dams are designed
to retain monsoon rains,
leading to increased
groundwater levels and
storing water for the
irrigation, livestock and
domestic requirements of the
villagers.

The check dams constructed resulted in
groundwater levels rising by 40 feet leading to
successful harvests throughout the year. It has
also created water stores allowing the
inhabitants to get settled in their native villages.
The benefits are being appreciated by 40,000
people across 60 villages in the region.

When Mr. Kulandai Francis was constantly thinking of bringing transformation
among the poor villagers, he came out with a novel idea of forming groups for
their development. At first, he started men SHG and it was not successful as the
members were so irregular and failed to repay their loans.

Then he shifted his concentration towards women in 1985 and started a Annai
Velankanni SHG with 12 members in Sesurajapuram. This first group collected
50 paise only as savings from each member.

Today IVDP has 72 Clusters 13,352 SHGs 2,41,092 women members
in Krishnagiri, Dharmapuri and Vellore districts.

KERALA FLOOD RELIEF

In late July 2018, severe flooding
affected the state of Kerala due to
unusually high rainfall during the
monsoon season. It was the worst
flood in Kerala in nearly a century.
Over 483 people died and about
million people were evacuated.

YCLONE GAJA made landfall over Tamil Nadu coast on 16th November, 2018,
leaving behind a huge trail of destruction in the districts of Nagapattinam,
Cuddalore, Thanjavur, Tiruvarur and Pudukottai.

According to government sources, 1,70,454 coconut and banana trees were uprooted
and about 75,000 electric poles were toppled including a large number of transformers.
Power supply was suspended for more than a month. Many houses collapsed, making
people homeless. More than 1,70,000 houses including thatched huts have been fully
damaged.

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Invariably the IVDP-SHG members require financial support for all their
developmental activities. Irrespective of their livelihood jobs, every member
avails either one or more loans and make use of the money for their
developmental activities like small business, agricultural work, house
construction, educational expenses, marriage expenses, debt swapping, etc.

The credit facilities given to the poor rural women by the financial institutions
are bringing significant changes in their lives. The quantum of the loan is fixed,
depends on the saving corpus of the group.

The IVDP is committed to bring about women empowerment through women
SHGs by means of facilitating various loans at a reasonable rate of interest.

Types of loans availed by IVDP SHG members:

1. Sangha loan (from the savings) at the reasonable interest rate fixed by the
groups.

2. Sangha Special Loan
3. IVDPloan

4. Bank loan:Here the bank loans are sanctioned only to the group accounts.
Naturally all members become equally responsible for the loan amount
sanctioned. If a member fails to repay the loan, all other remaining
members should take the responsibility of repayment.

Apart from the sangha loans, the groups have easy access to get either
IVDP loan or bank loan. IVDP SHGs are grouped under clusters for training,
loan appraisal and so many other purposes.
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Cumulatively Financial Year Cumulatively

In IVDP, the audit will assess the quality
of recording of books of accounts by
SHGs, verify individual pass books of
SHG members, reconciliation of bank
passbook and SHG books of account,
assist the members to ensure that the
federated SHGs and its members have
utilized the credit in the manner and
purpose, infuses confidence among the
bankers that the SHGs are being properly
monitored and regularly verified by the
SHG federation and come out with
training needs of the SHG, which has
been audited.

What is Life Security Fund?

To show the solidarity and sympathy towards
their fellow members, within the limits of the
cluster level.

At the time of joining, a member has to
contribute Rs. 100 as a entry fee for LSF. The
total collection of this amount is kept as a fixed
depositinthe name of IVDP LSF.

Every year the amount disbursed as LSF will
be equally contributed by all the SHG
members who have enrolled in the I[VDP-LSF
scheme.

Life Security Fund is created to support the
family even after the demise of the member.

This is a different form of life insurance.

A lump sum is given to the nominee of the
deceased and to the member who becomes
permanently disabled in an accident.

A member who has left the group is not
entitled for LSF even if she has paid the LSF
subscription. (At the time of death she must

Only the nominee proposed by the group
members are eligible for receiving LSF.

Does Financial Inclusion Reduce Gender Bias?
Behavioral and Attitudinal Shifts among IVDP members.

Azim Premji
University

Does Financial Empowerment reduce
gender bias? Research has highlighted
what is common in many households in
the world - that (mothers and
daughters bear a 'double burden'
which is to keep the house running and
also go to work. Is it the case that
microfinance programmes have been
able to bring about an attitudinal shift
such that the double burden that
women face is reduced? In other
words, has the attitude of women who
have been microcredit members for
many years, changed such that they
look at boys and girls as equal children?

These were some of the questions that
students from Azim Premji University
sought to answer as part of their
research project with IVDP members.

A study by students from
Azim Premiji University funded by the National
Council of Applied Economic Research.

The project proposal won a national
level award from the National Council
of Applied Economic Research
(NCAER), to undertake a statistical
study using a survey and a recent
psychological test called the Implicit
Association Test (IAT). The IAT test,
developed by some researchers at
Harvard University in the US has been
used to understand several kinds of
bias associated with gender, race,
nationalism and other similar attitudes.
This study is perhaps the first study of
gender bias amongst microfinance
members. The study sought to
understand whether membership of a
SHG belonging to IVDP in fact helps in
the reduction of gender bias.

To undertake such a study, the
research was designed to compare
exactly the same kinds of women with
the only difference being that one
group of women had been in IVDP fora
considerable period of time and
another group of women had been in
IVDP fora year or less. For example, the
research sought to compare, say, two
35 years old women having the same
level of education, access to economic
and infrastructure - the only difference
being years of membership in IVDP,




which would help in isolating that it
was only IVDP membership and no
other factor which causes the change
in explicit and implicit gender biases.

The group of researchers were able to
isolate a little more than 550 such
members amongst the overall
members in IVDP, and were able to split
them into two groups (one group from
these women having more than 13
years membership experience, and
another with less than 1 year of
membership experience). Both groups
of women were asked to respond to
survey questions and to undertake the
IAT test.

The statistically rigorous findings were
interesting. First results showed that
there was a big difference between
explicit and implicit biases. Women are
able to change themselves but
changing internal psychological
prejudices that are beyond their
control requires more than financial
inclusion, For example, results showed
that membership in IVDP has helped
women understand that they are
equally if not more capable in handling
household related financial
responsibilities compared to their
spouses. Clearly, financial inclusion by
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IVDP has empowered women to handle
finances and this is a fundamentally
huge shift towards greater gender
equality. Second,however, the IAT
results showed that attitudinal biases
towards the girl child amongst senior
SHG members remains almost the
same as junior SHG members (of similar
background characteristics). Third
result was that senior SHG members
belonging to the Scheduled Caste
community showed a significant
reduction in bias compared to similar
members of other communities. This
interesting outcome has to be
understood better through future
research.

Clearly, IVDP has had a substantive
impact in bringing about a behavioral
change amongst IVDP members
though attitudinal change remains a
challenge. However, this challenge is
not unique perhaps to IVDP alone, but
to all microfinance organizations and
programmes. Policy makers may have
to take cognizance of the fact that
additional interventions may be
required over and above financial
inclusion to have any influence upon
attitudinal biases that we
unconsciously carry in us over several
generations.

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Cyclone 'Gaja’ Relief Service

The cyclone 'Gaja' meaning The Elephant'
began to make its landfall along the coastal
line of Nagapattinam District causing
unexpected damages to the dwelling huts
and thatched houses. It pulled down not only
coconut trees but also the dwelling huts and
shelters. The aftermath of Cyclone 'Gaja’
made one witness the unfathomable havocin
the livelihood of the poor to the extent that
many were left abandoned on the streets
with practically no place to dwell, no
support to rehabilitate them and no person to
offer them a hand. The after effects of
Cyclone 'Gaja' left the poor widows in
particular shattered in hope, disappointed in
emotional support and desperate in material
needs. Adding fuel to their woes, the
unemployment problem due to climate
change augmented their distress to rebuild
their houses, as many of the afflicted were
the daily wagers in the farming land.

On seeing the untold woes of the afflicted,
along with Kalangarai, many individuals
with merciful heart voluntarily came
forward to offering relief materials to the
needy poor widows who had been badly
broken down materially and emotionally.
One among them is Mr Kulandai Francis,
Founder President, IVDP, Krishnagiri. He
offered "Tarpaulin, Solar Light, Blanket and
Mosquito Net' worth of Rs 3000/-per head to
the anguished with the aim of supporting

them with temporary shelters under feasible
environment to live during the crises.
Valuing and appreciating the intention of the
donor, Kalangarai carried out the
Rehabilitation Efforts in the following

manner,

® Phase 1: Assessing the damages caused
® Phase 2: Preparing the list of deserving

families
Phase 3: Distributing the beneficiaries

the Relief Materials

Accordingly, in consultation with
Kalangarai, the zonal leaders of Widows'
Self-help Groups in Nagai and
Vedharanyam, which are the most affected
taluks in Nagapattinam District, too
prepared the list of beneficiaries belonging
to only the Widows' Self-help Groups in
Nagai Taluk and to all the Scheduled Caste
(SC) chosen from the most stricken six
hamlets in Vedharanyam Taluk, where the
Widows' Self-help Groups are present.
Following the distribution plan, IVDP
distributed the relief materials to the most
afflicted in the two taluks(Nagai and
Vedharanyam) respectively.

Procedural Narration of Relief
Distribution

Distribution of Relief Materials comprises
two stages: 1. Preliminary Ground Works
2. Distribution Programme




1. Preliminary Ground Works:

On seeing the woes of the affected people,
the Director of Kalangarai initially wrote an
email to the Founder President of TVDP
requesting him of the possibilities to offer a
helping hand to those 2,000 people on the
face of crises. In a response to that request,
the IVDP decided to pay a visit to the
affected spots; assessed the pathetic
situation of the affected and chose to help
out 1,000 people. On a discussion over the
IVDP's choice, Kalangarai agreed upon
helping out 750 people from widows' self-
help groups and 250 people from Inner
Wheel Foundation (SOS). As a follow up,
IVDP asked Kalangarai to send in a formal
request letter seeking the assistance of
IVDP to the afflicted. In a response, IVDP
sent a formal application form that each
beneficiary filled in and affixed either
signature or thumb print with a passport size
photo and Xerox copies of Aathar Card and
Ration Card of theirs.

2. Distribution Programme:

First Phase: As regards the selection of the
beneficiaries, after consulting the zonal
leaders of widows' self-help groups,
Kalangarai arrived at choosing 525
beneficiaries, outside the Widows' Self-help
Groups,from five Dalit villages
(Thethakkudi, Kuravapulam, Underkadu,
Ayakkaranpulam and Pannal) which are the
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most stricken in Vedharanyam Taluk, and
225 beneficiarieswithin the Widows' Self-
help Groups from Nagapattinam Taluk,
while Inner Wheel Foundation(SOS)
identified 250 beneficiaries from
Thirukuvalai Talukaltogether comprising
1,000 people. Moreover, Kalangarai too
proposed the types of relief materials,
namely Tarpaulin, Blanket, Solar light and
Mosquito net, that could be distributed to
the afflicted. On following the distribution
plan, IVDP initiated the first phase of
distribution of relief materials on 5th
January 2019 in Nagappatinam Taluk (in
the morning to those beneficiaries of SOS
and in the afternoon to those beneficiaries of
Kalangrai) and on 6th January 2019 in
Vedharanyam Taluk respectively.

Second Phase: Responding to the woes of
the affected within the Widows' Self-help
Groups, in Vedharanyam Taluk, Kalangarai
once again placed a request to IVDP to offer
Tarpaulin and Mosquito net while
Kalangarai would offer solar light and
blanket to those afflicted. Reacting
positively to the request of Kalangarai,
IVDP agreed upon the distribution of those
two materials namely Tarpaulin and
Mosquito net, and distributed them to those
325 beneficiariesin the second phase on
27th February 2019 when the Women's Day
celebration was anticipated and
celebratedby Widows' Federation.




Narration on Socio-Economic
Status and Woes of the Afflicted

Socio-Economic Status of the Afflicted:

B 90 percent of beneficiaries belong to
Scheduled Castes (SC) and rest of 10
percent of beneficiaries belong to
Backward Communities (BC) including
Muslims and Christians.

600 out of 1325 live in thatched houses
while some live in asbestos sheeted
houses and in mud tiled houses; and a
very few live in concrete houses that are
recently built under Govt. Cluster
Housing Scheme.

Most of the beneficiaries are daily

wagers in farming land.
Woes of the Afflicted:

The aftereffects of cyclone 'Gaja’ left most
of the peopleabandoned on the streets. As
many of the electrical posts were uprooted,
there was no supply of electricity more than
a month. As the village was partially
inundated and the drinking water pipelines
were damaged, there was no proper drinking
water supply. Due to debris and make-shift
rehabilitation camps of the affected, there
was total road blockage leaving people with
practically no access to transportation and
daily essential commodities.Except those
concrete houses that had been built recently
under Govt. Cluster Housing Scheme, the
rest of all houses including old concrete
houses were badly hit. No wonder, one could
not but imagine the damage caused to
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thatched huts, asbestos sheeted houses and
mud tiled houses. As a consequence, people
had recourse to make-shift rehabilitation
camps and courtyard of neighbours whose
houses were rather damaged.

Responding to the distress of the afflicted,
some volunteers initiated the distribution of
relief materials. Those people who were
near the road side and those who were
voiced in local could avail the benefits. To
the usual, those people who were in interior
and those who were voiceless were left
unattended and uncared. Unfortunately,
those unattended and uncared were the
target population of Kalangarai mission.

The Benefits of Relief Materials:

B  Due to inundation, as there was
stagnant water everywhere, people
were condemned to live under a
condition where there was mosquito
breeding. Thanks to Mosquito Net,
offered by IVDP, that protected the
people from mosquitoes.

As the crises of cyclone 'Gaja' took
place during winter season, blanket
offered by IVDP served them to protect
themselves from cold.

W Thanks to Tarpaulin that served some
as temporary shelter to rest, as floor to
lie down and so forth.

Solar light had served them to lit their
houses more than a month, until the
local panjayat assured them of the
supply of electricity.
